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Overview

Syniti Data Workbench 10.0 introduces a robust version of Data Workbench with a new look and feel, and the
ability to download data from SAP in addition to the existing features to upload data to SAP. For a complete list
of changes in Syniti Data Workbench 10.0, check the release notes in the Help Center.

This document provides step-by-step instructions for current Data Workbench users to upgrade and activate
Syniti Data Workbench. For Data Workbench 10.0, most users will run the new Install Upgrade Tool which takes
care of creating a backup of the QAS database used by Data Workbench, uninstalling the current Data Workbench
version, then installing Data Workbench 10. See Upgrade Options below.

o Use the Syniti Data Workbench Install Guide available in the download package
SynitiDataWorkbench_10.0.x_Automatic_Install_Upgrade.zip or in the Help Center if you are installing
Data Workbench for the first time.

e Use the Syniti Data Workbench Manual Install Guide available in the manual download package
SynitiDataWorkbench_10.0.x_Manual_Install.zip or in the Help Center if you are using the
DataWorkbenchSetup.exe file to install/upgrade Data Workbench.

e See the section Upgrade Data Workbench and SQL Server in this guide if you would like to upgrade both
Data Workbench and SQL Server.

If you encounter difficulties during installation, be sure to contact support via the Help Center for assistance.

Data Workbench 10.0 New Download Feature

Data Workbench 10.0 offers a feature to download data from SAP. You can find out more about this feature from
the User’s Guide, now available online. The download feature is available to all Data Workbench 9.x users who
have a current annual maintenance for Data Workbench. However, the download feature is not enabled by default
and requires a new license. Contact the technical support team via the Help Center if you would like to enable
this feature.

e SAP GUI 7.2 or later installed locally for systems where the Data Workbench interface will be used to connect

to SAP.
NOTE: If the SAP GUI is not installed, you will not be able to complete Data Workbench installation.

e .NET Framework 4.5 or later

.NET Framework Versions

Both the Install and Upgrade tool and Data Workbench require .NET Framework 4.5 or later to be installed on
your system. If you are running an earlier version of .NET Framework (e.g. with Windows 7 operating system), you
will be asked to install .NET Framework 4.5 before proceeding with installation using the Install and Upgrade tool.
Check with your system administrator, or download and install the framework from

https://dotnet microsoft.com/download/dotnet-framework.

SQL Server Versions

Data Workbench uses Microsoft SQL Server to store metadata related to users, groups, recording, upload and
download features in a database named QAS. The Data Workbench installation package uses your existing
installation of Microsoft SQL Server. If you would like to install a different SQL Server version for use with Data
Workbench, see the section Upgrade Data Workbench and SQL Server in this guide. It is highly recommended that
a database administrator perform any custom installation or configuration of SQL Server.

The Data Workbench upgrade requires that SQL Server has Windows Authentication enabled.

The upgrade process makes changes to the QAS database in the designated SQL Server instance. It uses the
default user qasUser and password Qu@dr8q@®@s unless an alternative user ID and password are provided during
the upgrade process.

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Syniti Data Workbench Download/Query Feature Requirements

The Data Workbench download feature creates queries that interact with SAP through Remote Function Calls
(RFC.) Some RFCs are included in the standard SAP environment, but to extract data from SAP, custom function
modules called Z_QUADRATE_EXTRACT and Z_QUADRATE_EXTRACT_WORK must be installed on the SAP system
using the transport files described below. These files are located in the Sdw_extract folder after Data Workbench
has been installed. The default location is as follows:

C:\Program Files (x86)\Syniti\DataWorkbench\DataWorkbench\Sdw_extract

Function Module Installation
The function modules are installed using a simple SAP transport. Your SAP administrator will place the modules in
the correct folders on the SAP system, then use the Transport Management System [TMS] to import the
transports, creating the necessary Packages, Function Groups and Function Modules.
Transport Files

The following two transport files also need to be imported into your SAP instance: K9A010D.RD2, R9A010D.RD2.
The transports are located in the Data Workbench install directory under DataWorkbench\Sdw_extract, usually:

C:\Program Files (x86)\Syniti\DataWorkbench\DataWorkbench\Sdw_extract.
Z QUADRATE_EXTRACT/ Z_QUADRATE_EXTRACT_WORK
The modules are the conduit between the Data Workbench query builder and the SAP data store. They:

e Eliminate malicious query statements (e.g. INSERT, UPDATE or DELETE).

e Check the SAP table level authorizations to confirm the user has sufficient authorizations to view data from
each of the tables in the query.

e Convert data to an ABAP query and executed against the SAP database.

e Pass back results to Data Workbench for conversion into Excel format.

Licensing

A Data Workbench license is a combination of feature set/pool, user type and installation type.

Feature Set/Pool

The features available in your installation of Syniti Data Workbench depend on the type of license you are using,
together with any permissions your Data Workbench administrator may have set for your user profile. The Manage
User/Group Page in the online help provides more information about permissions. The most common “license
types” are shown in the table below.

Feature Set/Pool Description

Professional All Data Workbench features are enabled except for the Download Data from SAP option.
This type of license is typically used for creating templates and mapping templates to
data files. It can be used for an enterprise installation (with server and client
components) or for a standalone installation.

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Business This option offers Data Workbench features to populate an Excel or Access file and
upload data to SAP using a template created with a Professional license. The Download
Data from SAP option is not available. This type of license can be used for an enterprise
installation (with server and client components) or for a standalone installation.

Professional Plus All Data Workbench features are enabled. This option offers Data Workbench features to
populate an Excel or Access file and upload data to SAP, or create a template/query and
download data from SAP. This type of license is typically used for creating templates and
mapping templates to data files. It can be used for an enterprise installation (with server
and client components) or for a standalone installation.

Business Plus This option offers Data Workbench features to populate an Excel or Access file and
upload data to SAP, or download data from SAP, using a template/query created with a
Professional or Professional Plus license. This type of license can be used for an
enterprise installation (with server and client components) or for a standalone
installation.

User Type

As part of the licensing process, you are assigned to one of the following user types. User types are displayed for
each user on the User Details tab of Manage User/Group Page.

User Type Description

Fixed or Named Assigned for use on one system only, and provides the user with unrestricted access to
enabled features of Data Workbench. After activating the license on a new installation,
the Data Workbench administrator can edit the system-generated user name and
password for a more user-friendly one.

Floating or A user name and password that belongs to a pool of users. The pool has a maximum size
Concurrent (dictated by the number of licenses purchased) and when the number of logged-in users
reaches the limit, no additional users can log in. An administrator can move a floating
user from one pool to another.

Roaming Typically assigned to a system administrator, enabling more control over access to
different features. This type of user is not assigned to a pool.

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Installation Type

Lastly, when installing Data Workbench, you choose one of the following installation types:

Installation Type Description

Standalone Installs all Data Workbench components on one system for use by a single user. This type
of installation is best suited for a single user of the product within a company or multiple
users that do not want centralized security or the ability to share templates and upload
mappings.

Enterprise Server Installs the server components necessary for a multi-user installation with sharing
functionality. This should only be installed on one centrally accessible machine within the
company. In addition, the client installation needs to be performed on each user’s
machine.

An enterprise installation is best suited for multiple users within an organization and
provides the following features:

Centralized security
Easy sharing of templates and upload mappings

Enterprise Client Installs the client application on each of the user’s machine. This installation option
requires the name of the server where the Enterprise Server Installation was performed.
(Only install this if the Enterprise Server was installed).

Custom Installs selected components according to need. This installation option also allows you
to set port numbers for the different Data Workbench components.

Data Workbench Architecture

Data Workbench consists of 3 main components:

e QAS (Authentication Server) database, a SQL Server database for storing templates and
user/administration information

e Data Workbench graphical user interface for creating and managing data uploads/downloads

Command Line Options

The Setup program accepts optional command line parameters. These can be useful to system administrators,
and to other programs calling the Setup program.

Parameter Description

/CUSTOMDB Disables installation of the SQL Server Express database allowing you to

manually configure and install the database on the server of your choice. It is
highly recommended to use the Data Workbench Installation and Upgrade tool
whenever possible to automate the process of using a custom database with
Data Workbench. Contact the support team via the Help Center with questions.

/QASSERVER=server name | Specifies the name of the server running the Data Workbench Enterprise Server.

/QASPORT=svr_port Specifies the port that the Enterprise Server is running on. Default is port 3333.
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/QEEPORT=ee_port

Specifies the port that the Execution Engine is running on. Default is port 3334.

/EMAILSERVER=smtp_svr

Specifies the SMTP server that the Execution Engine will use for scheduled
upload emails.

/SP-

Disables the This will install... Do you wish to continue? prompt at the beginning
of setup. Has no effect if the DisableStartupPrompt [Setup] section directive was set
to yes.

/SILENT, /VERYSILENT

SILENT: wizard and background window are not displayed but installation
progress window is. If a restart is necessary and the '/NORESTART' command is
not used, a Reboot now? message is displayed.

VERY SILENT: wizard, background window, installation progress window, Reboot
now message are not displayed.

Always displayed: error messages during installation, startup prompt (if not
disabled with DisableStartupPrompt or the '/SP-' command line option).

/SUPPRESSMSGBOXES

Suppresses message boxes. Only has an effect when combined with '/SILENT'
and '/VERYSILENT".

Default response when a choice is offered:

Yes in a 'Keep newer file?' situation.

No in a 'File exists, confirm overwrite.' situation.
Abort in Abort/Retry situations.

Cancel in Retry/Cancel situations.

Yes (=continue) in a
DiskSpaceWarning/DirExists/DirDoesntExist/NoUninstallWarning/ExitSetupMessa
ge/ConfirmUninstall situation.

5 message boxes are not suppressible:
The About Setup message box.
The Exit Setup? message box.

Any (error) message box displayed before Setup (or Uninstall) could read the
command line parameters.

Any message box displayed by [Code] support function MsgBox.

/LOG

Creates a log file in the user's TEMP directory detailing file installation and [Run]
actions taken during the installation process. Helpful if you suspect a file is not
being replaced when it should be.

The log file is created with a unique name based on the current date. (It will not
overwrite or append to existing files.)

Log file information is intended for use by administrators and Data Workbench
support team. The format of the file is subject to change without notice.
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/LOG="filename" Same as /LOG, except it allows you to specify a fixed path/filename to use for
the log file. If a file with the specified name already exists it will be overwritten.
If the file cannot be created, setup will abort with an error message.

/NOCANCEL Prevents the user from cancelling during the installation process, by disabling
the Cancel button and ignoring clicks on the Close button. Useful along with
'/SILENT' or '/VERYSILENT".

/NORESTART Setup does not reboot even when necessary.

/LOADINF="filename" Loads settings from the specified file after checkingthe command line. This file
can be prepared using '/SAVEINF=".

NOTE: Use quotes if the filename contains spaces.

/SAVEINF="filename" Saves installation settings to the specified file.
NOTE: Use quotes if the filename contains spaces.

/LANG=language Specifies the language to use. language specifies the internal name of the
language as specified in a [Languages] section entry.

When a valid /LANG parameter is used, the Select Language dialog will be
suppressed.

/DIR="x:\dirname" Overrides the default directory name displayed on the Select Destination
Location wizard page. A fully qualified pathname must be specified.

/GROUP="folder name" Overrides the default folder name displayed on the Select Start Menu Folder
wizard page. If the [Setup] section directive DisableProgramGroupPage was set to
yes, this command line parameter is ignored.

Change Execution Engine Privileges

The Execution Engine service is automatically configured to run under the Local System account. This account
does not have sufficient privileges to access files external to the current computer. To allow the service to read
and write from network shares and other external locations, the service must be configured to run as a user with
the correct privileges. If the current user can access these locations then the current user details can be used.

Communication to the SMTP (Email) server is also performed under the Local System account. This could cause
problems where anonymous users do not have permission to send emails outside the company domain. If
external email addresses will be used for notification emails, the account for the Execution Engine must be
changed to a user that has sufficient privileges to send external emails.

To change the user credentials of the service:
1. Open Control Panel.
2. Open Administrative Tools.

3. Open Services.
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4. Double-click the Quadrate Execution Engine entry.

Troubleshooting

Client and Server Version do not Match

For enterprise server and client installations, the following message may appear if you have upgraded either the
client or server, but not both, and you try to start Data Workbench:
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The client and server version do not match. The client needs to be upgraded to ve.. X

Unable to Connect to Enterprise Server

Data Workbench Clients have been set up to connect to the server using an IP address, but when they try to
connect, the following error occurs.

A network-related or instance-specific error occurred while establishing a connect.. X

A network-related or instance-specific error occurred while establishing
a connection to SQL Server. The server was not found or was not
accessible. Verify that the instance name is correct and that SQL Server is
configured to allow remote connections. (provider: TCP Provider, error:
0 - The wait operation timed out.)

After checking to see that the correct IP address has been defined for the client in the User Preferences dialog, if
the error still occurs, the most likely cause is that the QAS database has stored the machine name instead of the
IP address. The recommended way to fix this issue is to run the Install Upgrade Tool using the self-extracting
installation package SynitiDataWorkbench_SelfExtractingSetup.exe. Choose the Update/Fix option and check the
IP Address option. Enter your IP address and port number.

SQL Server Does Not Allow Remote Connections

If the following error message appears and the Windows firewall is enabled, add exceptions to the firewall to
allow communication to the database from other computers.

An error has occurred while establishing a connection to the server. When connecting to SQL Server, this failure
may be caused by the fact that under the default settings SQL Server does not allow remote connections.

If you are running a firewall on the computer that is running SQL Server, external connections to SQL Server will
be blocked unless SQL Server and the SQL Server Browser service can communicate through the firewall. You
must create an exception for each instance of SQL Server that you want to accept remote connections and an
exception for the SQL Server Browser service.
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Create Exceptions in Windows Firewall

These steps apply to Windows Defender Firewall. If you are using a different firewall system, see your firewall
documentation for more information.

1. Find the SQL Server Instance ID

SQL Server uses an instance ID as part of the path when you install the program files. To create an exception for
each instance of SQL Server, identify the correct instance ID.

Right-click SQL Server Browser, and choose Properties.

On the SQL Server Browser Properties page, click the Advanced tab.

Locate and make a note of the instance ID in the property list.

To upgrade from earlier versions to Data Workbench 10.0 with a remote SQL Server QAS database, you need to
perform the uninstall using unins000.exe from Add/Remove Programs, then run the Install Upgrade Tool to install
the new version. (See Upgrade Data Workbench with Remote SQL Server.) If you accidentally start the uninstall
using the Install Upgrade tool, you will eventually receive the following error:

Error Accessing SQL Server while Backing Up QAS Database

When using the Install and Upgrade tool to upgrade to Data Workbench 10.0, the first step is to create a backup
for the QAS database using Windows authentication for SQL Server. If your Windows login ID is not enabled as a
login ID for the QAS database, this step fails and you cannot continue the upgrade process. To change the SQL
Server permissions on QAS for your Windows login:

1. Open SQL Server Management Studio.
2. In the Login Name field, type the Windows login ID.

3. On the Server Roles tab, make sure that the public option is checked.
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4. On the User Mapping tab, check QAS.
